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2 Cooper Square & Skidmore House at East 4th and Bowery- Construction on this 15-story complex is about 30% completed.  It abuts the Water Tunnel Access property between the Merchants and Skidmore House, Incorporates the restoration of the Skidmore House and will front the new Plaza/Parkway planned for Astor Place as well as the renovated Cooper Park..

383 Lafayette/NYU - Still planned for a small complex of fly-loft theaters as part of the Tisch School of the Arts.  Planning sessions with a NoHo Working Group will commence week of July 23rd. Invitations have been sent to more than 45 local stakeholders.
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22 Bond St/23 Great Jones St. (Block 530, Lot 19) -- this through lot, currently a two-story building has filed applications for a residential hotel since 1999.  The latest filing (June 2008) indicates that the lot has been split with air rights for the Bond St side going to Great Jones St....this increasing the height to 184' and 13 stories.  Landmarks recently denied the application for the additional two-stories so they are back to 11 as the top-off point.
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363 Lafayette @ Great Jones- (SE Corner - former Jones Diner) - UPDATE:  This location has filed for an as-of-right Office Building.  PAST INFO:  The Attorney and the applicant made a presentation to NoHo in May, 2006.  Though a confusing design (at best), the proposed six-story building will preserve many of the lot line windows in contiguous buildings. The 20 Bond St. Co-Op is still negotiating with the developer for a more compatible design.  The billboard erected inside the fencing at this location is, unfortunately, legal !
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8-10 Bond St. - the BSA variance for the proposed hotel at 8-10 Bond St. was heard in February.   [image: image3.jpg]


It has previously been before the board for a landmark application when it was to be a residential co-op and still reflects that architecture. The variance is for uses below the level of the second floor that are not allowed in an M1-5B zone.  The six-story building, plus penthouse and mechanicals also has two below grade floors, one of which is proposed as a physical culture facility, the ground floor with a 2900 sq ft restaurant, a second floor restaurant with a terrace for outside dining and a roof for entertaining, food and beverage service.  We were able to prohibit the granting of any liquor licenses to the below grade space (currenty slated for a health club); prohibit use of the second floor terrace, which directly abutted two buildings on Great Jones St. for any service and prohibit the roof top for any food, beverage or catering service.  See the resolution.
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41-43 Bond St. – This property and plan is in negotiation with a new owner and is expected to begin construction this Fall (2009).  The new building, which is designed in 20th Century manufacturing style will compliment other landmarked buildings on the block.  These plans have been by CB#2 Landmarks and the full Board.  The BSA variance is approved.  
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Public Theater Plaza – Scheduled to start in 2010, the Stoop and ramps and signs.  The pedestrian walkway around it will be the 11' of Lafayette St roadbed that now has the loading and unloading zone, leaving two lanes for traffic, the bike path buffer Zone, the bike path and parking on the west side.
